This year hunter classes will run in our 150’ x 360’ sand competition ring while jumpers will compete in the 300’ 

x 350’ Grand Prix grass ring.  Additional features of the show include an expanded Vendor Trade Fair, 
German beer garden, Oktoberfest music, demonstrations, a free children’s village and on Saturday July 9 
will take place a sanctioned AMHR Miniature Horse Classic.     

 
In addition, various community events and fundraising efforts will include the 1st Annual Teddy Bear Picnic 

(Saturday July 9), the 2nd Annual CAShh Benefit Dinner (Saturday July 9 evening) and the VIP Grand 
Prix Brunch (Sunday July 10).  Entrance to the show grounds is $5 per person and $10 per family.  Prize 
List will be available online in early March.
